Slow Down and Reflect

Time always seems to slip away from us, and there never seems to
be enough time for all the things we want to accomplish. A good day
seems to go by quickly while a bad day seems to go on forever. Each
year we are given a time called Lent, a period of 40 days. It seems
a long time when we say “40 days.” Whether we use this time well
depends on our plans for it. If we make no preparation, it will get lost
in the long list of things we have on our schedules each day.

Lent is an excellent time to slow down and self-reflect, and our
Parish Lenten Mission provides an excellent guide to slowing down
during this season. Author Gary Zimak will be our guest speaker this
year, encouraging us to “Give Up Worry for Lent.” Join us for this
inspirational mission on Sunday, March 20 through Tuesday, March
22, beginning at 7 PM each night in the church.

Perhaps if we reflect on the words from the prophet Joel, we can
focus our thoughts as we prepare for the season. “Yet even now, says
the Lord, return to me with all your heart, with fasting, with weeping
and with mourning: rend your hearts and not your clothing” Joel 2:12.

The tradition of Lent is associated with fasting, limiting the
amount we eat. Maybe we begin with good intentions and then we
drift a bit or we completely give up. This discipline of the church has
always been a great way as it is rooted in Christ Himself. There are,
of course, many other “sacrifices” or “improvements” that we can
choose during this sacred time: abstaining from gossip and/or social
media, being kinder to people, spending more time with family
and friends rather than time on the Internet. Whatever you choose,
make it uncomfortable for yourself, and the challenge will give you
determination to continue. Like Jesus Himself, there will be times
during Lent that you will be tempted to give up and turn away from
God and choose lesser value.

One of the very beautiful traditions of Lent is the Way of the Cross,
which is held every Friday night at 6:30 PM in St. Alphonsus Church.
This ancient devotion can be a tremendous reminder of God’s love
for us, as is the sacrament of reconciliation, which is available every
Saturday from 3-3:45 PM. We will also have a Penance Service with
a number of priests available on Wednesday, April 6 at 7 PM.

Many times we think we have to come up with new ways to love
God, and we seek big ways. However, God touches our lives each
day as we try to be more patient, kind, generous, and forgiving. If we
just take the time to reflect, we can see God is always there for us.

In a study in the UK, researchers found that BPPV is the most
common cause of dizziness in the elderly and is a risk factor in
falls. The study found a 64% reduction in falls in those who were
diagnosed with BPPV and successfully treated.
