from Central Physical Therapy
The PrimeTimers will be hosting a special

It can be caused by a blow to the head, 
allergies, fl u-like symptoms, or even ear infections!

In a study in the UK, researchers found that BPPV is the most 
common cause of dizziness in the elderly and is a risk factor in 
falls. The study found a 64% reduction in falls in those who were 
diagnosed with BPPV and successfully treated.

Richard O'Quinn, PT, is one of only four people in the Baton 
Rouge metropolitan area to have earned certifi cation for Vestibular 
Rehabilitation at Emory.
