Each week participants will be able to submit their mileage 
via the form found at:  lent.alphonsus.org or by writing 
your family’s name and the mileage on a slip of paper, 
and drop it in the designated box in the Gather Space 
each weekend at Mass. 
1 mile= 1 mile of walking or running OR 20 minutes of fi tness 
activity (Ex. cardio, swimming, or biking)

more physically active while also deepening our relationship 
with God!

*Please note that there is no formal sign-up or registration 
required. Anyone can join in each week and submit their 
mileage.
