Decorating For Palm Sunday, April 10
Thursday, April 7 - Paul will deliver palmettos. 
Friday, April 8 at 9:30 AM - Decorate Church. Must shred 

Palmettos, make arrangements, hang red banners on altar and 
columns. Place reed basket at each entrance. Place one basket with 
palms for procession by back entrance to sacristy. Place one empty 
basket on the left side of the altar. 

Decorating for Holy Week
Monday, April 11 at 9:30 AM - Take decor down. Wrap trees 

with fl owers and fl uff  popped fl owers.
Holy Thursday, April 14 - Place baskets/towels on altar. Hang 

white fabric on left wall behind tabernacle. After evening service, 
strip altar. Prepare for Good Friday service. Cover cross with red 
fabric and crown of thorns. Place stand for small cross on altar 
wrapped with red fabric. Place small cross in back by cry room. 
Place tall kneeler at base of altar steps and cover with red fabric. 
Place tomb in back of church.

Decorating for Easter Weekend
Good Friday, April 15 - After Passion service, remove red cloth 

from cross. Hang Risen Jesus banner on wall behind tabernacle. 
Place runners on altar, gift, and book table. Hang banners on 
columns. Place plants and fl owers on altar. Place plants and fl owers 
on altar. Place small cross in Gather Space and decorate around it. 
Decorate around the tomb with plants and fl owers.
