As family we have done great things, while at the same time, both the
church and school have been able to accumulate money in savings. We
have a long history of working together for the common good, and in
my consideration of that history, I made a decision for what is best for
the family of St. Alphonsus Liguori Parish. In doing that, the Church
put up $2,900,000 as part of the funds required by the Diocese to begin
new construction. Our 2022 Auction netted $287,000 and the Festival
netted $78,000, totaling $365,000. The school budgeted and received
$65,000. The remaining $300,000 was used to meet the required funds
by the Diocese. The auction and fair proceeds will be used in the future
years to help pay off the remaining balance financed by the Diocese.

At this point you have seen our plan for the future and our efforts for
building upon our roots. Together we can move forward with God’s
grace and your help. I ask that you take a look at our plans on our
website, then you can decide how God moves you to help us continue
to grow as a church community. It is through your support that we have
been blessed to be able to build this Parish Activity Center.
