St. Peter Julian Eymard (1811-1868)     		  Feast: August 2     

He was born in Southern France to poor parents. During his life he suffered many trials, including a number 
of chronic illnesses. His first attempt to attend the seminary was cut short due to illness; however, he ultimately 
returned, and was ordained a priest in 1834 at age 23. He worked tirelessly to promote devotion to and adoration of 
the Blessed Sacrament and founded the “Congregation of the Blessed Sacrament.” St. Eymard wrote extensively 
about the Eucharist including a nine volume set called the Eymard Library.
